Since the 70s, the Islamic nations were the first destinations for
Brazilian chicken meat exports. Over the years, Islamic personalities
brought the knowledge that the Brazilian poultry industry could
produce halal protein. Today, Brazil has become the biggest halal
chicken meat exporter and it is a partner of several countries in
helping their populations’ food security.

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Halal from the farm

The production process of halal products from the Brazilian poultry farming
industry begins on the farms, where the rural producer’s families follow the
standards determined by Islamic law.

The feed destined for the hens that lay eggs, the chicks and the broilers is
also 100% halal, guaranteeing the product’s reliability from its origin.

The environment has the appropriate temperature, features of all comfort,
hygiene and health conditions and always aims at animal welfare. From the
farm, the chickens proceed to the industry, following the production halal
process.
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From industry
to the world

When arriving at the industry, the first procedure is to verify if the
chicken is alive and healthy, going later to the hanging, to avoid stress
before slaughter.

Next, in bloodletting, a trained Muslim must carry out the slaughter.
Using an extremely sharp knife, in clean conditions and only for this
purpose, he performs the task in a single quick, half-moon gesture. It
cuts the carotid arteries, jugular veins, trachea and esophagus, to avoid
the animal’s suffering, pronouncing “Bismillah, Allahu Akbar”, which in
English means: In the name of Allah (God), Allah is the greatest. During
the beheading, the animal’s chest must be facing the Qibla (Sacred City
of Mecca).

Afterwards, the chicken passes through a tunnel, until the complete and
spontaneous draining of blood occurs and it is possible to confirm the
animal’s death. Then, it arrives at the scalding stage, where it is washed
in hot water to be completely clean, without any trace of blood.

From this stage, the chicken goes to the evisceration stage and then to
the cold chamber, followed by packaging and shipping.

In a few words, these are the procedures performed in the industry,
which assure Muslims that the food is halal.

Halal certification

Halal certification refers to the process in which a qualified certifier confirms
the companies’ aptitude in using procedures and raw materials authorized by

Islamic law, which authorizes these products for consumption in the Islamic world.

Halal certification steps

1. Evaluation of the raw materials, inputs and additives list, used in the
product’s manufacture.

2. On-site audit, in which the auditors verify the company’s transparency
regarding the information previously provided, the halal processes, in
addition to its commercial conduct in business deals.

3. A Certification Committee evaluates all information collected to verify
that they fully meet the required guidelines for halal food.
